Dear Colleagues,
The NJCA met today and reviewed the discussion in the meeting of Empowered

Committee of Secretaries presided by the Cabinet Secretary on 1st March 2016 where-in
the Cabinet Secretary had requested for more time to arrive at conclusions on the charter of
demands raised by the Staff Side.

The meeting also considered the situation in the aftermath of the coming into effect of
the Code of Conduct with the declaration of election schedule in 5 State Assemblies and the
fact that there will be polling on 11th April 2016 in West Bengal and Assam.

The meeting, therefore, came to the conclusion that it will not be feasible for us to
stick to the date of strike as 11th April 2016. Considering the fact that as per section 22 of
the Industrial Dispute Act, 1947 with regard to the validity of the strike notice which is not
more than six weeks from the date of serving the strike notice, it was also felt that we may
have to revisit the issue of serving the notice for strike afresh.

Considering all the above aspects, the meeting took the following decisions"
1. The indefinite strike shall commence from 6 am on 11th July 2016
2. The strike Notice would be served on 9th June 2016.
3. Massive demonstrations shall be held in all work place on 11th March 2016 in

support of the charter of demands and strike decision.
4. The decision of the NJCA would be communicated to the Cabinet Secretary.
Detailed mobilization programmes would be given later on.

Kindly refer to the NJCA letter dated 10th December 2015 conveying you the decision
of the National Joint Council of Action to go on indefinite strike in  pursuance of the Charter
of demands submitted there-with, if no settlement through bilateral discussions is brought about.

I am also to invite your kind attention to the discussion the Empowered Committee of
Secretaries chaired by you with Standing Committee of NC of JCM on 1st March 2016
where-in while summing up the discussions on the charter of demands you assured that a
fair consideration would be given on all demands raised by the Staff Side. It was also stated
by you that reasonable time should be given to the Government since the issues concern
inter=departmental consultations.

The NJCA in its meeting held on 7th March 2016 considered the request made by you.
To give space for negotiated settlement on the charter of demands raised by the Staff Side it
has been decided to defer the commencement of the indefinite strike to 11th July 2016 and
to serve the strike notice on 9th June 2016, if the desired settlement through bilateral
discussions is not brought about.

It is requested that in the intervening period the Government may hold meaningful
negotiation with the Staff Side, JCM so that a settlement could be reached on the Charter of
demands raised by the staff side, in the interest of industrial harmony.

The National Joint Council of Action (Railway, Defence, Confederation & Postal)
Meeting was held on 07.03.2016 at NC -JCM Office -13-C- Firozshah Road New Delhi.

The NJCA discussed in detail  the situation arisen  after  the declaration of  State
Assembly  election in  5 States as the  election  Code of conduct  has  come in to effect.

The NJCA also reviewed the discussion in the meeting of Empowered Committee of
Secretaries  headed by Cabinet Secretary  on 1st March -2016 wherein  the Cabinet Secretary
had requested  for some more time to arrive at conclusion on the Charter of demands  raised
by the NJCA.

The meeting  has reached to the conclusion  that it will not be feasible to conduct
strike  during  election  period  and  remain stic to the date of strike as 11th  April-2016.

Considering the fact that as per Section 22 of Industrial Dispute Act 1947 with regard
to the validity of the strike notice which is not more than six weeks from the date of serving
the strike notice. It was also decided that issues of serving strike notice and strike date
should be reconsidered.

Keeping in view all the above facts the NJCA took the following decisions unanimously:
1. The Indefinite Strike shall commence from 06 a.m. on 11.07.2016 (11th July, 2016).
2. The Strike Notice will be served on 09th June, 2016.
3. Massive demonstrations should be held in all work place on 11th March-2016 in

support of strike Charter of demands.
4. The decision of NJCA would be communicated to Cabinet Secretary.
The campaign programme of All India leaders as declared earlier is postponed.
Fresh Campaign programme will be given later.

The Department of Posts has constituted a one man Committee to look into
the existing conditions of service and wage structure etc. of the Gramin Dak
Sevaks(GDS), vide its resolution no. 17-13/2013-GDS Dated 19/11/2015.
2. The terms of reference of the Committee, inter alia, includes the following:-

(a) To examine the system of Branch Post Offices, engagement conditions and
the existing structure of wage and emoluments paid to the Gramin Dak Sevaks
and recommend necessary changes;

(b) To review the existing Service Discharge Benefit Scheme/other social security
benefits for the Gramin Dak Sevaks and suggest necessary changes;

(c) To review the existing facilities/welfare measures provided to the Gramin
Dak Sevaks and suggest necessary changes;

(d) To examine and suggest any changes in the method of engagement, minimum
qualification for engagement as Gramin Dak Sevaks and their conduct and
disciplinary rules, particularly keeping in view the proposed induction of
technology in the Rural Post Offices.

3. I am sure that being sensitized about the issues related to the staff, especially
the Gramin Dak Sevaks, your Union will be able to give useful suggestions to the
Committee in formulating concrete recommendations on above mandates which are
mutually beneficial for the Gramin Dak Sewaks as well as for the Government.
4. It is pertinent to note here that this Committee has been constituted at a time
when large scale transformation is on the anvil in the rural post offices, with Rural
Information and Communication Technology (RICT) and Post Bank of India (PBI) to be
rolled out shortly. I request you to send the memorandum on behalf of your Union on
each item of the terms of reference of the Committee by post within a month to
Shri T.Q. Mohammad, Secretary, GDS Committee, 1st Floor, Malcha Marg Post
Off ice Building, Chanakyapuri, New Delhi-110021 or through email to
gds.com.feedback@gmail.com.

On behalf of the Federation of National Postal Organisations & National Union of Gramin
Dak Sevaks we are submitting herewith a Memorandum in respect of the Gramin Dak Sevaks
in Department of Posts.

We are requesting you to consider all legitimate claims of Gramin Dak Sevaks in
Department of Posts as clearly explained in first 91 pages of memorandum in detail and the
summary of total memorandum submitted in nutshell with 54 points from pages 92 to 100.
GDS is a neglected sector since 1929 had and no consideration in last 5 enquiry committees,
though 4th committee i.e. headed by Justice Chandrajit Singh Talwar considered all legitimate
demands of GDS in his report, but was not accepted by the Government upto 90% of the
report. As such the burning issues of GDS remained unchanged and hence this memorandum.

The Federation of National Postal Organisations & National Union of Gramin Dak Sevaks
have high hopes on the Committee headed by you as Chairman of the Committee. We hope
that while recommending wage structure etc. of the GDS. Those recommended by the VIIth
CPC to regular employees will be taken in the consideration.

This is the 6th ED/GDS Committee which you may be presiding. The 1st Pay
Commission treated the EDAs as Government Servants and so no ED Committee was
appointed. The 1st ED Committee Report and while appreciating the constraints with the
Government and your own constraints, as you have to submit a balanced report, you can, if
you find justification, accept all the points where money is not involved and where money is
involved you can act taking into consideration the conditions of the Gramin Dak Sevaks
which you know better. Today the entire GDS remember Justice Talwar. Tomorrow, we are
sure; the GDS will remember you forever.
