(Part. 1) dated 3-2-2014 wherein, revised rates of Application cost and Examination fee to
be collected in connection with Direct Recruitment examinations was communicated.
2. The proposal for introducing operating and accounting procedure for revenue
generated in connection with Direct Recruitment Examinations (e.g., Postal Assistant,
Postmen, Mail Guard and Multi Tasking Staff) was under detailed examination, for some
time past. In pursuance of the Rule 6(2) of Receipt and payment Rules, the Competent
Authority, in consultation with Postal Accounts wing approved the revised Operating and
Accounting procedure for revenue generated in connection with Direct Recruitment
Examinations and meeting of Expenditure. The same is enclosed in Annexure 1 for ready
reference and strict compliance.
3. The Director CEPT Mysore will create a National biller ID and pass word in favour
of “Director, New Delhi GPO” as Nodal Officer for accounting the revenue generated in
connection with Direct Recruitment of Postal Assistants 2013. Similar IDs may be created
in respect of Nodal officers designated by the Circles, in connection with DR to Postmen,
Mail Guard, Multi tasking staff on receipt of Requisitions from Heads of Circle.

Office Memorandum

Subject : Introduction of revised Operating and Accounting procedure for revenue generated
in connection with conducting of Direct Recruitment and for meeting the
expenditure thereof.

The Department of Posts, has entered into an agreement with an approved outsourced
agency for conducting Direct Recruitment of Postal Assistants and Sorting Assistants centrally
at all India level, and the agency is paid charges at approved rate for each admit card issued
and expenditure thereon is met from the Head of Account 3201-01-001-01-01-28 PPS.

2. Similarly, Recruitment Rules for Postmen/Mail Guard/Multi Tasking Staff have
been revised bringing in filling up of certain % of vacancies through DR process. The
Competent Authority has already directed the Circles for considering the outsourcing of
examination after due observance of Codal provisions contained in General Financial
Rules, 2005.

3. The Department of Posts is given mandate in Rule 6 (2) of Receipt and payment
Rules, for meeting the expenditure from the revenue earned and accounted in Post Office
accounts. In the advent of the same, the Competent Authority has ordered to devise an
Operating and Accounting Procedure, for meeting the expenditure from the revenue generated
towards conducting of Direct Recruitments to certain cadres like Postal Assistants, Postmen/
Mail Guard and Multi Tasking Staff. Accordingly, the following procedure is prescribed by
the Competent Authority.

4, Prescription of the Cost of Application form and Examination fee :

Q) Director General, Department of Posts has fixed the application cost and Examination
fee for PA/SA Direct recruitment in consultation with IFW.

(i) Similarly, the Chief Postmasters General have to fix the cost of Application form
and Examination fee, appropriately in respect of DR to Postmen/Mail Guard and Multi
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Tasking Staff, in consultation with Circle Internal Financial Advisors for their Circles. The
rates be fixed in such a way that the expenditure on process of recruitment is met from the
fee so collected. However, the instructions of DOP&T providing exemptions for certain
categories like SC/ST/PH and women should be kept in view strictly while fixing the cost.

5. Mode of Collections of Application Cost, and Examination fee : The prescribed
application cost and Examination fee have to be collected through e-payment facility provided

at all Computerized Post Offices. The Department has already devised and circulated detailed
operating procedure for e-payment collection (Copy of Operating procedure) enclosed.

6. Creation of National Biller 1D : The Director General, Department of Posts has
designated Director, New Delhi, GPO as the Nodal/ldentified Post Office for accounting
the receipts towards application cost and examination fee in respect of PA/SA Direct
Recruitment. The Director, CEPT, Mysore will create a National Biller ID and password in
favour of Director, New Delhi GPO.

(iii) In regard to Direct Recruitment to Postman/Mailguard/MTS concerned, the Chief
Postmasters General are the Competent to nominate a Nodal Office at their Circle
Headquarters for accounting the receipts towards the application cost and examination fee
in respect of direct recruitment for the post of Postman/Mailguard/MTS. The Director, CEPT,
Mysore will create Biller ID for designated Nodal Office at every Circle Headquarters on
the requisition made by the respective Head of the Circle.

7. Procedure at point of collection : All the Computerized Post Offices where
Meghdoot Software is operating will be authorized to accept the prescribed fee towards
Application cost and examination fee.

In respect of Postal Assistant/Sorting Assistants, the candidates will be provided an
Unique Registration Number on registration of their On-line application and based on this
Unique ID, the Computerized Post Offices will collect the requisite fee in the form of cash
only and issue a collection receipt. The Computerized Post Offices will follow the procedure
for accounting as prescribed in the Para 7 of the Operating Procedure for e-payment. The
data will be uploaded to the Central server of the Department of the Posts on the same day
of collection. Similarly, the Head Post Offices of the concerned Computerized Post Offices
will also follow the procedure prescribed for accounting e-payment collections in their cash
book.

In regard to direct recruitment of Postman/Mail guard/MTS Examinations, the above
procedure will be strictly followed.

8. Operating/Accounting procedure at the Nodal Office :

(a) For DR PA/SA DR Examination : The Nodal/Designated Post Office i.e.
New Delhi HO will receive the data of e-payment collections and the Nodal Office will

generate the data every day with the help of the User ID and password provided. The
collections for every day will be credited to the receipts Head of Department of Posts which
is furnished. The Data relating to the e-payment collections of every day will be shared/
supplied to the approved Outsourced Agency conducting the Examination for pairing the
payments with the applications registered on-line of that particular day and to further proceed
with the Screening.

(b) For DR Postman/Mail Guard/MTS Examination : The Circles will designate a
particular Nodal Office at their Circle Headquarters who will be provided Biller ID and
password. The designated Nodal office will follow the same procedure provided for PA/SA
DR Examination mutatis-mutantis.

9. The following Heads of Accounts are to be opened in the books of the Department
for classifying the transactions for revenue realized in connection with conducting of DR
Examination and meeting the allied expenditure there for.
